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130. 000 Decl arati on of Need
It is hereby decl ared:

1. That there exists in the primary and secondary service areas
of the Coquille Indian Tribe unsanitary, unsafe, and over-crowded
dwel I i ng accommodations resided in by Tribal nenbers; and there
is a shortage of decent, safe and sanitary dwelling
accomodati ons avail able at rents or prices which persons of |ow
i ncone can afford; and that such shortage forces such persons to
occupy unsanitary, unsafe and overcrowded dwel ling
accommodat i ons;

2. That these conditions caused an increase in and spread of
di sease and crinme and constitute a nenace to health, safety,
noral s and wel fare; and that these conditions necessitate
excessi ve and di sproportionate expenditures of public funds for
crime prevention and puni shnent, public health and safety
protection, fire and accident prevention, and other public
services and facilities;

3. That the shortage of decent, safe and sanitary dwellings for
persons of |ow inconme cannot be relieved through the operation of
private enterprises;

4. That the providing of decent, safe and sanitary dwelling
accomodati ons for persons of |ow incone are public uses and
pur poses, for which noney may be spent and private property
acquired and are governnental functions of Tribal concern;

5. That residential construction activity and a supply of
acceptabl e housing are inportant factors to general economc
activity, and that the undertaki ngs authorized by this ordinance
to aid the production of better housing and nore desirable

nei ghbor hoods and conmunity devel opnments at | ower costs will make
possi ble a nore stable and | arger vol une of residential
constructi on and housing supply which will assist materially in

achieving full enploynent; and,
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6. That the necessity in the public interest for the provisions
herei nafter enacted is hereby declared as a matter of |egislative
determ nati on.

130. 010 Gener al
1. Pur pose

The Housing Authority shall be organized and operated for
t he purposes of:

(a) Correcting unsafe and unsanitary housing conditions
that are injurious to the public health and safety and noral s;

(b) Alleviating the acute shortage of decent, safe and
sanitary dwellings for persons of |ow incone;

(c) Providing enploynment opportunities through the
construction, reconstruction, inprovenent, extension,
alternation, or repair and operation of |ow inconme dwellings.

2. Background and | ntent

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Coquille Indian
Tribe by its Constitution, and particularly by Article 1V,
Sections 1 and 2 thereof, and its authority to provide for the
health, safety, norals and welfare of the Tribe, the Tri bal
Council of the Coquille Indian Tribe hereby establishes a public
body known as the Coquille Indian Housing Authority (hereinafter
referred to as the Authority), and enacts this ordi nance which
shal | establish the purposes, powers and duties of the Authority.

In any suit, action or proceeding involving the validity or
enforcement of or relating to any of its contracts, the Authority
shal | be concl usively deened to have becone established and
aut hori zed to transact business and exercise its powers upon
proof of the adoption of this ordinance. A copy of the ordi nance
duly certified by the Secretary of the Council shall be
adm ssible in evidence in any suit, action or proceeding.
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3. Definitions (reserved)

The follow ng terns, wherever used or referred to in this
ordi nance, shall have the foll ow ng respective neani ngs, unless a
different neaning clearly appears fromthe context:

“Area of Qperation"” nmeans all areas within the jurisdiction
of the Tri be.

“Council" neans the Coquille Tribal Council.

"Federal governnent" includes the United States of Anerica,
t he Departnent of Housing and Urban Devel opnent, or any ot her
agency or instrunentality, corporate or otherw se, of the United
States of Anerica

"Honebuyer" neans a person(s) who has executed a | ease
pur chase agreenent or other binding purchase agreenent with the
Aut hority, and who has not yet achi eved honeowner shi p.

“Housing project"” or "project"” means any work or undertaki ng
to provide or assist in providing (by any suitable nethod,
including but not limted to: rental, sale of individual units
in single or nultifamly structures under conventi onal
condom nium or cooperative sales contracts or | ease purchase
agreenents; |oans; or subsidizing of rentals or charges) decent,
safe and sanitary dwellings, apartnents, or other living
accomodati ons for persons of |ow inconme. Such work or
undertaki ng may include buil dings, |and, |easeholds, equipnent,
facilities, and other real or personal property for necessary,
conveni ent, or desirabl e appurtenances, for streets, sewers,
water service, utilities, parks, site preparation or |andscaping,
and for adm nistrative, comunity, health, recreational, welfare,
or other purposes. The term "housing project" or "project" also
may be applied to the planning of the building and i nprovenents,
the acquisition of property or any interest therein, the
denolition of existing structures, the construction,
reconstruction, rehabilitation, alteration or repair of the
i mprovenents or other property and all other work in connection
therewith, and the termshall include all other real and persona
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property and all tangible or intangible assets held or used in
connection with the housing project.

“Obligations" neans any notes, bonds, interimcertificates,
debentures, or other fornms of indebtedness issued by the
Aut hority pursuant to this ordi nance.

"“Cbligee" includes any hol der of an obligation, agent or
trustee for any hol der of an obligation, or |essor demsing to
the Authority property used in connection with a project, or any
assi gnee or assignees of such lessor's interest or any part
thereof, and the Federal governnent when it is a party to any
contract with the Authority in respect to a housing project.

"Persons of |ow incone" neans persons or famlies who cannot
afford to pay enough to cause private enterprise in their
locality to build an adequate supply of decent. safe, and
sanitary dwelling for their use.

130. 020 Juri sdiction
130. 100 Board of Conmi ssioners

CI TC 130.100 (1) The affairs of the Authority shall be managed
by a Board of Conm ssioners conposed of at |east seven, but no
nore than ten, persons. The nunber of Conmmi ssion nenbers may be
set by a Board resol ution adopted subsequent to June 1, 2003,
but, absent any such Board resol ution, the nunmber of Conm ssioner
positions shall be ten. Unless a Board resolution provides

ot herwi se, decreases in the nunber of Comm ssioner positions
shall elimnate positions in priority of how soon Comm ssi oner
terms will each expire. For exanple, the position with the
shortest remaining termw |l be elimnated first, the second
shortest term second, etc. Notw thstanding the above, the Board
may al so make such a reduction by choosing to elimnate a
conmi ssi oner position that has becone vacant for any reason.

(2) No person shall be barred from serving on the
Board because he or she is a tenant or homebuyer in
housing project of the Authority; and such Commissi
shall be entitled to participate fully in all meeti
concerning matters that affect all of the tenants o
homebuyers, even though such matters affect him as
well. However, no such Commissioner shall be entit
or permitted to participate in or be present at any
meeting (except in his capacity as a tenant or
homebuyer), or to be counted or treated as a member
the board, concerning any matter involving his
individual rights, obligations or status as a tenan
homebuyer.

liable for the contracted debts or obligations of the Authority;

shall the sanme be construed to be a waiver of the sovereign
immunity, limted or otherwise, of the Authority as a del egate
agency of the Tribe; provided further, that any |limted waiver by
the Authority of the sovereign inmmunity which the Authority
possesses as a del egate agency of the Tribe nust: (a) be limted
to enforcenent of the witten contract or other witten contract
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with respect to which the limted waiver was executed, (b) be
explicit and be set forth in a witten contract to which the
Authority is a party; (c) be approved in a witten resol ution
duly enacted by the Board; and (d) nust conply with all federal
and tribal requirements for the waiver of sovereign imunity,
limted or otherw se.

Tribe or release any obligation owed to the Coquille Indian
Tribe; (e) waive any other rights, privileges or inmmunities of
the Coquille Indian Tribe; or (f) exercise any Authority other
than that authorized by this ordi nance or by resolution of the
Tri bal Council.

3. The Authority shall have the follow ng powers which it may
exerci se consistent wwth the purposes for which it is
est abl i shed:

(a) To adopt and use a corporate seal.
(b) To enter into agreenments, contracts and under st andi ngs

wi th any governnental agency, Federal, state or |ocal (including
the Council) or with any person, partnership, corporation or
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Indian tribe; and to agree to any conditions attached to Federal
fi nanci al assi stance.

(c) To agree, notw thstanding anything to the contrary
contained in this ordinance or in any other provision of law, to
any conditions attached to Federal financial assistance relating
to the determ nation of prevailing salaries or wages or paynent
of not less than prevailing salaries or wages or conpliance with
| abor standards, in the devel opnent or operation of projects; and
the Authority may include in any contract let in connection with
a project stipulations requiring that the contractor and any
subcontractors conply with requirenents as to maxi mum hours of
| abor, and conply with any conditions which the Federal
government may have attached to its financial aid to the project.

(d) to obligate itself, in any contract with the Federal
governnment for annual contributions to the Authority, to convey
to the Federal governnent possessions of or title to the project
to which such contract relates, upon the occurrence of a
substantial default (as defined in such contract) with respect to
the covenants or conditions to which the Authority is subject;
and such contract may further provide that in case of such
conveyance, the Federal governnent may conpl ete, operate, nmanage,
manage, | ease, convey or otherw se deal with the project and
funds in accordance with the terms of such contract: Provided,
that the contract requires that, as soon as practicable after the
Federal governnment is satisfied that all defaults with respect to
the project have been cured and that the project will thereafter
be operated in accordance with the terns of the contract, the
Federal governnment shall reconvey to the Authority the project as
t hen consti tut ed.

(e) To lease property fromthe Tribe and others for such
periods as are authorized by law, and to hold and nmanage or to
subl ease t he sane.

(f) To borrow or |end noney, to issue tenporary or |ong
term evi dence of indebtedness, and to repay the sane.
bl igations shall be issued and repaid in accordance with the
provi sions of Chapter 130.140 of this ordi nance.
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(g) To pledge the assets and receipts of the Authority as
security for debts; and to acquire, sell, |ease, exchange,
transfer or assign personal property or interests therein.

(h) To purchase land or interest in |land or take the sane
by gift; to lease land or interests in land to the extent
provi ded by | aw.

(1) To undertake and carry out studies and anal yses of
housi ng needs, to prepare housing needs, to execute the sane, to
operate project and to provide for the construction.
reconstruction, inprovenent, extension, alteration or repair of
any project or any part of thereof.

(J)) Wth respect to any dwel | i ngs, acconmodati ons, | ands,
buildings or facilities enbraced within any project (including
i ndi vi dual cooperative or condom niumunits): To |ease or rent,
sell, enter into | ease-purchase agreenents or | eases with option
to purchase; to establish and revise rents or required nmonthly
paynents; to make rules and regul ati ons concerning the sel ection
of tenants or Honebuyers, including the establishnent of
priorities, and concerning the occupancy, rental, care and
managenent of housing units; and to make sure further rules and
regul ations as the Board may deem necessary and desirable to
ef fectuate the powers granted by this ordi nance.

(n) To purchase insurance fromany stock or nutual conpany
for any property or against any risk or hazards.

(p) To establish and maintain such bank accounts as may be
necessary or convenient.

(q) To enploy an executive director, technical and
mai nt enance personnel and such other officers and enpl oyees,
permanent or tenporary, as the Authority may require; and to
del egate to such officers and enpl oyees such powers or duties as
the Board shall deem proper.

(r) To take such further actions as are comonly engaged in
by public bodies of this character as the Board may deem
necessary and desirable to effectuate the purposes of the
Aut hority.

5. No ordi nance or other enactnment of the Tribe with respect to
the acquisition, operation, or disposition of Tribal property
shall be applicable to the Authority in its operations pursuant
to this ordinance.

130. 140 ol i gations

1. The Authority may issue obligations fromtine to time inits
di scretion for any of its purposes and may al so i ssue refunding
obligations for the purpose of paying or retiring obligations
previously issued by it. The Authority may issue such type of
obligations as it may determ ne, including obligations on which
the principal and interest are payabl e:

(a) Exclusively fromthe inconme an revenues of the project
financed with the proceeds of such obligations, or with such
i nconme and revenues together with a grant fromthe Federal
government to aid of such project;

(b) Exclusively fromthe incone and revenues of certain
desi gnat ed projects whether or not they were financed in whole or
in part wwth the proceeds of such obligations; or

(c) Fromits revenues generally.
Any such obligations may be additionally secured by a pl edge

of any revenues of any project or other property of the
Aut hority.
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2. Nei t her the Comm ssioners of the Authority nor any person
executing the obligations shall be liable personally on the
obligations by reason of issuance thereof.

3. The notes and other obligations of the Authority shall not
be a debt of the Tribe and the obligations shall so state on
their face.

4. ol igations of the Authority are declared to be issued for
an essential public and governnental purpose and to be public
instrunentalities and, together with interest thereon and incone
therefrom shall be exenpt fromtaxes i nposed by the Tribe. The
tax exenption provisions of this ordinance shall be considered
part of the security for the repaynment of obligations and shal
constitute, by virtue of this ordinance and wi t hout necessity of
being restated in the obligations, a contract between:

(a) The Authority and the Tribe; and,

(b) The hol ders of obligations and each of them including
all transferees of the obligations fromtine to tine.

5. ol igations shall be issued and sold in the foll ow ng
manner :

(a) Oobligations of the Authority shall be authorized by a
resol uti on adopted by the vote of a majority of the full Board
and may be issued in one or nore series.

(b) The obligations shall bear such dates, mature at such
times, bear interest at such rates, be in such denom nations, be
in such formeither coupon or registered, carry such conversion
or registration privileges, have such rank or priority, be
executed in such manner, be payable in such nedi um of paynment and
at such places, and be subject to such terns redenption, with or
wi t hout prem um as such resolution may provide.

(c) The obligations may be sold at public or private sale
at not | ess than par.
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(d) In case any of the Conmm ssioners of the Authority whose
si gnat ures appear on any obligations cease to be Comm ssioners
before the delivery of such obligations, the signatures shall
neverthel ess, be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the sane
as if the Comm ssioners had remained in office until delivery.

6. oligations of the Authority shall be fully negotiable. In
any suit, action or proceeding involving the validity or
enforceability of any obligation of the Authority or the security
therefore, any such obligation reciting in substance that it has
been issued by the Authority to aid in financing a project
pursuant to the ordi nance shall be conclusively deened to have
been issued for such purpose, and the project for which such
obligation was issued shall be conclusively deened to have been
pl anned, |ocated and carried out in accordance with the purposes
and provisions of this ordinance.

7. In connection with the issuance of obligations or incurring
of obligations under | eases and to secure the paynent of such
obligations, the Authority, subject to the limtations in this
ordi nance, nmay:

(a) Pledge all or any part of its gross or net rents, fees
or revenues to which its right then exists or may thereafter cone
i nto existence.

(b) Provide for the powers and duties of obligees and limt
their liabilities; and provide the terns and conditions on which
such obligees may enforce any covenant or rights securing or
relating to the obligations.

(c) Covenant against pledging all or any part of its rents,
fees and revenues or personal property to which its title or
right then exists or may thereafter cone into such existence or
permtting or suffering any lien on such revenues or property.

(d) Covenant with respect to limtations on its right to

sell, lease or otherw se di spose of any project or any part
t her eof .
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(e) Covenant as to the obligations to be issued and as to
t he i ssuance of such obligations in escrow or otherw se, and as
to the use and dispositions of the proceeds thereof.

(f) Provide for the replacenent of |ost, destroyed or
nmutil ated obligati ons.

(g) Covenant agai nst extending the tine for the paynent of
its obligations or interest thereon.

(h) Redeemthe obligations and covenant for their
redenpti on and provide the ternms and conditions thereof.

(1) Covenant concerning the rents and fees to be charged in
the operation of a project or projects, the anount to be raised
each year or other period of time by rents, fees and ot her
revenues, and as to the use and disposition to be made thereof.

(j) Create or authorize the creation of special funds for
nmoni es held for construction or operating costs, debt service,
reserves or other purposes, and covenant as to the use and
di sposition of the nmonies held in such funds.

(k) Prescribe the procedure, if any, by which the ternms of
any contract wth hol ders of obligations may be amended or
abrogated, the proportion of outstanding obligations the hol ders
or which nust consent thereto, and the manner in which such
consent may be given.

(1) Covenant as to the use, maintenance and repl acenent of
its real or personal property, the insurance to be carried
thereon and the use and di sposition of insurance nonies.

(m Covenant as to the rights, liabilities, powers and
duties arising upon the breach by it of any covenant, condition
or obligation.

(n) Covenant and prescribe as to events of default and
terns and conditions upon which any or all of its obligations
beconme or may be decl ared due before maturity, and as to the
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terms and conditions upon which such declaration and its
consequences may be wai ved.

(o) Vest in any obligees or any proportion of themthe
right to enforce the paynent of the obligations or any covenants,
securing or relating to the obligations.

(p) Exercise all or any part or conbination of the powers
granted in this section.

(q) Make covenants other than and in addition to the
covenants expressly authorized in this section, of like or
different character.

(r) Mke any covenants and do any acts and things necessary
or convenient or desirable in order to secure its obligations,
or, in the absolute discretion of the Authority, tending to make
the obligations nore nmarketabl e although the covenants, acts or
things are not enunerated in this section.

130. 160 M scel | aneous

1. The Authority shall submt an annual report, signed by the
Chai rman of the Board, to the Council show ng:

(a) A summary of the year's activities;

(b) The financial condition of the Authority;

(c) The condition of the properties;

(d) The nunmber of units and vacanci es;

(e) Any significant problens and acconpli shnents;
(f) Plans for the future; and,

g) Such other information as the Authority or the Counci
shal | deem pertinent.
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2. During his tenure and for one year thereafter, no
Comm ssi oner, officer or enployee of the Authority, or any nenber
of any governing body of the Tribe, or any other public official
who exercises any responsibilities or functions with regard to
the project, shall voluntarily acquire any interest direct or
indirect, in any project or in any property included or planned
to be included in any project, or in any contract or proposed
contract relating to any project, unless prior to such
acquisition, he discloses his interest in witing to the

Aut hority and such disclosure is entered upon the m nutes of the
Aut hority, and the Comm ssioner, officer or enpl oyee shall not
participate in any action by the Authority relating to the
property or contract in which he has any such interest. Any

vi ol ation of the foregoing provisions of this section shal
constitute m sconduct in office. This section shall not be
applicable to the acquisition of any interest in obligations of
the Authority issued in connection with any project, or to the
execution of agreenments by banking institutions for the deposit
or handling of funds in connection with a project or to act as
trustee under any trust indenture, or to utility services the
rates for which are fixed or controlled by a governnental agency,
or to nmenbership on the Board as provided in Chapter 130. 140,
Section 1(a)(4).

3. Each project devel oped or operated under a contract

provi ding for Federal financial assistance shall be devel oped and
operated in conpliance with all requirenents of such contract and
appl i cabl e Federal legislation, and with all regul ati ons and
requirenents prescribed fromtinme to tine by the Federal
government in connection with such assistance.

4. The Authority shall obtain or provide for the obtaining of
adequate fidelity bond(s) for those enpl oyees handling cash, or
who are authorized to sign checks or certify vouchers.

5. The Authority shall not construct or operate any project for
profit.

6. The property of the Authority is declared to be public
property used for essential public and governnental purposes and
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such property and the Authority are exenpt fromall taxes and
speci al assessnents of the Tribe.

7. Al'l property including funds acquired or held by the
Authority pursuant to this ordinance shall be exenpt fromlevy
and sale by virtue of an execution, and no execution or other
judicial process shall issue against the sane nor shall any

j udgnment against the Authority be a charge or |ien upon such
property. However, the provisions of this section shall not
apply to or limt the right of obligees to pursue any renedies
for the enforcenent of any pledge or lien given by the Authority
on its rents, fees or revenues or the right of the Federal
government to pursue any renedies conferred upon it pursuant to
the provisions of this ordinance or the right of the Authority to
bring eviction actions in accordance with Chapter 130.120 , 3(Il).

130. 180 Cooperation in Connection Wth Projects

1. For the purpose of aiding and cooperating in the planning,
undert aki ng, construction or operation of projects, the Tribe
hereby agrees that:

(a) It wll not levy or inpose any real or personal
property taxes or special assessnments upon the Authority or any
project of the Authority.

(b) It will furnish or cause to be furnished to the
Aut hority and the occupants of projects all services and
facilities of the same character and to the same extent as the
Tribe furnishes fromtine to tinme without cost or charge to other
dwel | i ngs and i nhabitants.

(c) Insofar as it may lawfully do so, it will grant such
devi ations fromany present or future building or housing codes
of the Tribe as are reasonabl e and necessary to pronote econony
and efficiency in the devel opnent and operati on of any project,
and at the sane tinme safeguard health and safety, and make such
changes in any zoning of the site and surrounding territory of
any project as are reasonabl e and necessary for the devel opnent
of such project, and the surrounding territory.
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(d) It will do any and all things, within its |awf ul
powers, necessary or convenient to aid and cooperate in the
pl anni ng, undertaki ng, construction or operation of projects.

(e) The Tribal Governnment hereby declares that the powers
of the Tribal Government shall be vigorously utilized to enforce
eviction of a tenant or Honebuyer for nonpaynent or other
contract violations including action through the appropriate
courts.

(f) The Tribal Courts or the Court designated by the
Coquille Indian Tribe shall have jurisdiction to hear and
determ ne an action for eviction of a tenant or Honebuyer. The
Tri bal Governnent hereby declares that to the extent utilized,
the powers of the Tribal Courts shall be vigorously utilized to
enforce eviction of a tenant or Honebuyer for nonpaynent or other
contract violations.

2. The provisions of this 130.180 shall remain in effect with
respect to any project, and said provisions shall not be

abr ogat ed, changed or nodified w thout the consent of the
Departnent of Housing and Urban Devel opnent, so |ong as:

(a) The project is owed by a public body or governnental
agency and is used for |ow inconme housing purposes;

(b) Any contract between the Authority and the Depart nment
of Housing and Urban Devel opnent for |oans or annual
contributions, or both, in connection with such project, remains
in force and effect; or,

(c) Any obligations issued in connection with such project
or any noni es due to the Departnment of Housing and Urban
Devel opnent in connection with such project remain unpaid,
whi chever period ends the latest. If at any tine title to, or
possession of, any project is held by any public body or
government al agency authorized by |law to engage in the
devel opment or operation of |ow inconme housing including the
Federal governnment, the provisions of this section shall inure to
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the benefit of and be enforced by such public body or
gover nnent al agency.

130. 200 Approval By Secretary of the Interior

Wth respect to any financial assistance contract between
the Authority and the Federal governnment, the Authority shal
obtain the approval of the Secretary of the Interior or his
desi gnee.

130. 220 Severability

If a court of conpetent jurisdiction finds any provision of
this ordinance to be invalid or illegal under applicable tribal
and/ or federal l|law, such provision shall be severed fromthis
ordi nance and the remai nder of this ordinance shall remain in
full force and effect.
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
